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EXTRAORDINARY MISSION MONTH: BAPTIZED & SENT
AWARENESS, PRAYER, & FUNDRAISING CHALLENGE

By our Baptism we become members of the Church and we become missionaries! The word mission
means “to be sent out.” A missionary is someone who is sent out to bring the Good News of Jesus to
others. Some people travel to the mission countries of the world to share the Faith, but most of us will
be missionaries through prayer and sacrifice. The Baptized and Sent project combines praying and
sacrifice through praying the World Mission Rosary (WMR) along with competitively raising funds for
children in poor mission territories around the world (sacrifice).

When: September 30 through November 1, 2019 (five weeks)
Materials: The Mission Office can supply some of these items. Please contact us if you need
assistance.

A 5 large containers - Can use washed one gallon plastic milk container or old
coffee containers. You can use anything as long as it has an opening to
insert coins or bills

A Ribbons - Using the color of the Mission Rosary (red, green, white, yellow,
and blue).
A Safety Pins - Only needed if students will be wearing awareness ribbons
A Rosaries - Have students bring rosaries from home or order world mission o~

rosaries to hand out. We also have a g' reat tutorial in our MCA calendar on
how to make a large scale WMR.*
Guidelines:

A The challenge can be conducted within a single class, between classes or grades, or with
participation of the whole school!

A Divide students in a classroom into five teams of similar sizing, per your participation
preference, and assign a team leader for each team.

A Assign to each team one of the five WMR colors representing a mission region. WMR

color/region: Red: Americas, Green: Africa, White: Europe, Blue: Pacific Islands, Yellow:
Asia.

A Each team will be designated a large container. Tie a ribbon of the team color around the
neck or handle of the container or encourage students to decorate their container in any
creative manner using their assigned mission region color.

A Optional - Each team will wear an Awareness Ribbon in the WMR color of their assigned
region every day for the month. Variation: Students may wear T-shirts, visors, or other
articles of clothing in the color of their team.
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THE PRAYER CHALLENGE

The prayer challenge can be carried out in different ways, depending on
ability/desire.
1. Praying the entire WMR after/before the weekly school mass.
2. Praying a decade of the WMR every day. (Ideally during the morning assembly)
3. Praying the WMR every day!

General Guidelines:

A Beginning on September 30, the first Monday of the challenge, one of the teams
will lead the World Mission Rosary, remembering the children and also the
missionaries serving in that part of the world.

A Each of the teams will take a turn leading their decade of the WMR. The team
rotation continues throughout the challenge so that all five regions reflected in the
WMR are represented.

A The Mission Mysteries, intentions and reflections as well as a “How to Pray the
Rosary” sheet are included with these instructions.

Step up your challenge:
Have students research food, music, religion, and customs of their assigned part of the
world and share what they have learned.

Our donations are sent to the Vatican to be distributed to help
children in the regions of the world you prayed for!

SEND A PHOTO OF THE WINNING CHALLENGE TEAM(S) TO THE MISSION OFFICE

Beginning on September 30, the team containers are to be made available to the
students.

Containers should be placed in a visible location in the classroom if the challenge
involves an individual classroom or in a central location where there is some adult
supervision if classes are competing or the whole school is participating. A school
library or a location in clear view of the office staff are good choices.

Members of teams of each color/region put coins and bills into the container
belonging to their assigned team region.

Containers are emptied and counted daily. The team leader encourages team
members’ participation and for the older teams, may oversee the counting of
contributions. Team leaders ensure that the funds are turned in to the teacher for
safekeeping each day. The $ totals for all teams are posted daily to encourage
friendly competition. A chart, blackboard or whiteboard, in a central location,
works well for these postings.

At the end, the team with the most funds raised wins a decided-upon reward. We
recommend that you give free dress days as a prize as this would not create an
expense to your school. However, you made give out any prizes you see fit such as
a pizza party or ice cream social. Take photos along the way and post in a
newsletter or bulletin!

HOW TO PRAY THE ROSARY
Holding the Crucifix, make the Sign of the Cross and prays the first half of the Apostles Creed:-

| believe in God the Father Almighty, Creator of Heaven and earth, and in Jesus Christ, His
only Son, our Lord, Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended into hell;
the third day He arose again from the dead; He ascended into Heaven and is seated at the
right hand of God the Father Almighty, from thence He shall come to judge the living and
the dead.

| believe in the Holy Spirit, the Holy Catholic Church, the Communion of Saints, the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. AMEN.

On the first bead, a team member prays the first half of the Our Father:

Our Father, Who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name, Thy kingdom come,
Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who
trespass against us and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. AMEN.

On the next three beads, each of three team members recites the first half of a Hail Mary:

Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou among women and blessed
is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus.

Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the hour of our death. AMEN.

On the next bead, a team member recites the first half of the Glory Be:
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit,

As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end. AMEN.

On the centerpiece, the team leader announces the First Mission Mystery and reads the
Intention and reflection:

The First Mission Mystery, The Visit of the Magi. Three strangers arrive from the East.

Mission Intention: That all who seek Jesus will find Jesus

Reflection: The Magi were astrologers from Persia. When Jesus was born, they read in the
stars that there was a newborn King of the Jews. This mission teaches us that all who seek
God with an open heart will be guided to the Lord.
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TEAM LEADER:  On the centerpiece, a team member recites the first half of the Our Father and all recite the
second half

On the next ten beads, team members rotate in reciting the first half of the Hail Mary on and
all recite the second half.

On the next single bead, a team member recites the first half of the Glory Be and all recite
the second half-

ALL: Recite the Fatima prayer:
Oh my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of hell. Lead all souls to heaven,

especially those in most need of Thy mercy.

TEAM LEADER: On the same single bead, the leam leader announces the second mystery and the rotation
repeals as described above through the five decades.

Al the conclusion of the five decades, the team leader prays on the centerpiece “Hail Holy

Queen”

ALL: Mother of mercy, our life, our sweetness and our hope. To thee do we cry, poor banished
children of Eve. To thee do we send up our sighs, mourning and weeping in this valley of
tears. Turn then, most gracious Advocate, thine eyes of mercy towards us, and after this our
exile, show unto us the blessed fruit of thy womb, Jesus. O clement, O loving, O sweet Virgin
Mary! Pray for us O holy Mother of God, that we may be made worthy of the promises of
Christ.

TEAM LEADER: On the centerpiece et us Pray.”
