Completion of the four live course requirements or Catechist Track or Catholic School Track via online 
Catechetical Institute and submission of an application within three (3) years from the first course taken will result 
in a Basic Certification valid for three (3) years. Basic Certificates will be issued at the end of April, August and 
December.
